THE INN
Combining remarkable craftsmanship with salvaged materials, original farm buildings have been beautifully 
restored into five individual, private and spacious guest accommodations.  Each is appointed uniquely with 
antiques and eclectic furnishings. Twenty-five acres of estate vineyards, gardens, creeks, and wildlife provide 
everything necessary for guests to explore, relax and return home rejuvenated. Breakfast features homemade 
local, seasonal fare.

All accommodations include equipped kitchens, French milled soaps, bird books and binoculars, television, 
radio, CD player, telephone, hairdryer, and bathrobes. 

LOCUST SUITE
The Locust Suite, on the east end of the Carriage Barn and named for the fragrant trees that grow just outside 
its front door, features slate floors, rich colors, mahogany wine bar, and oriental carpets. The main living area 
retains its original paneling, where on close examination, one can find the mechanical repair history of the 
farmís early machinery. King 

CARRIAGE HOUSE SUITE
This airy, spacious, two story hideaway has a garden like feel with wicker furniture, neatly paneled bead board 
walls and colorful rag rugs. A full kitchen opens onto a trellised brick patio providing the perfect vantage point 
from which to view winery activities and beautiful nightly sunsets. King

CHICKEN HOUSE COTTAGE
High open beamed ceilings, modern kitchen and granite tiled shower for two disguise this cottage's former 
life. The dining area overlooks a small garden and the light filled bedroom is equipped with a gas fireplace that 
opens to a private brick patio. Queen

SUMMER KITCHEN COTTAGE
Once the center of feeding harvest crews and preserving the bounty of the farm, this two level cottage has a 
lovely sitting and dining area framed by large beveled glass picture windows. The kitchen features cherry wood 
cabinets and granite counters. A tiny private veranda opens from the bedroom and offers the perfect vantage 
point from which to view the stars, or enjoy the sunrise. King

BUNK HOUSE COTTAGE
This cozy, charming cottage once housed the farmís hired hand. Now, beautiful vines frame the front porch as 
you enter into the 40's styled kitchen with hand-tiled counters. The adjoining living area is furnished with 
over stuffed furniture and a four-poster feather bed accents the bedroom. A private brick patio can be 
discovered just outside the bedroom door and peaks out into the vineyard. Queen

D I R E C T I O N S  T O  A B E J A
We are located in the scenic Mill Creek area of the Walla Walla Valley in the very southeast 
corner of Washington State. Our airport is served by Horizon Air, a partner of Northwest 
and Alaska Airlines.

From Portland, Oregon (248 miles, Approx. travel time is 4 to 4.5 hrs.)

   Take “Highway 84” east following signs for The Dalles.

Option  1  (several miles less, but slower travel through the town of Umatilla)

   Take Exit #168 “Hwy. 730” to Walla Walla and Umatilla.

   Hwy. 730 East turns into Hwy. 12; continue on to Walla Walla.

Option  2  (several miles more, but faster freeway travel)

   Go past Exit #168 staying on Hwy. 84 for 11more miles.

   Take exit #179 “Hermiston & Umatilla/I-82 West.”

   From I-82, take exit #1 “Hwy. 395/730 South.”

   At the stop sign turn right onto Hwy. 730 East, which turns into Hwy. 12.

   When you reach Walla Walla, travel to east side of the city and take the “Port of Walla 
Walla/Airport exit.” It is the first exit past Wilbur Avenue.

   At the end of the off ramp, turn right onto “Airport Road.”

   At the first signal turn left onto “Isaacs.” From this intersection you will travel 2.8 miles to 
our driveway.

   Isaacs will become Mill Creek Road.

   At 2.4 miles you will come to a “Y.” Five Mile Road travels right. Stay left continuing on 
Mill Creek Road.

   Our driveway will be on the right four tenths of a mile past the “Y.” It is marked by a stone 
entrance and two lines of burgundy colored maple trees.

   Parking is on your right past the end of the stone wall.

   Guest check in for the Inn is at the office located on the west end of the Carriage Barn. This 
is the long barn with the open breezeway directly in front of you as you come in the driveway.

   Guests arriving for a scheduled winery visit may check in at the office or go directly to the 
smaller of the two barns to the right (west) of the office.
