The 2019 Chardonnay is all Chardonnay that was brought up in 40% new French 
oak (with a small amount in concrete) and 50% of the blend going through 

a subtle background oak, medium-bodied richness, and good overall balance. 
It should drink nicely for 3-5 years, if not longer, given its concentration and 
balance.

A medium-to full-bodied white with aromas of dried pineapple, apple pie, nutmeg 
and vanilla. Crisp with a richly spiced and toasted finish.
